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1.
RULES FOR CABLESKI OFFICIALS

1.1.
OFFICIALS CARDS


1.1.1.
These are issued by the Region EAME Cableski Council and are valid for the duration of the season in which they are issued.


1.1.2.
During one of the first meetings of the year, the Region EAME Cableski Council will renew, on the proposal of the Chairman of the Region EAME Cableski Council the cards of the Cableski on the condition that the official :


a)
has been sufficiently active during the season.


b)
has not made too many errors during a competition.


c)
has shown ability to make proper interpretation of the Rules.


d)
has not shown himself/herself to be lacking impartiality.


e)
has not refused, without good reason, to accept to do what was required of him/her by the Chief Judge of the competition at which he/she was present.



In order to be taken into consideration a negative report c, d, e, and g, must be sent within two weeks of the competition to the Chairman of the Region EAME Cableski Council. This report should be drawn up by a member of the Cableski Council, or by the Chief Judge of the competition in question. The Region EAME Cableski Council will after due deliberation, decide whether the circumstances compel the removal of the Cableski Officials from the list of Cableski Officials in the interests of the sport.



The Cableski Official shall be advised of the withdrawal of his/her card in a personal letter from the Region EAME Cableski Council.


1.1.3.
A Cableski International Homologator who is also a Tournament Homologator, is not required to have homologated a Cableski Competition but must fulfil the conditions necessary for the renewal of his/her Tournament Homologation Card 


1.1.4.
A 1st Class Judge will then automatically become a 2nd Class Judge.  He/she may if he/she so wishes, present himself/herself for examination for requalification as a 1st Class Cableski Judge, after having served satisfactorily at two International Competitions in his/her capacity as 2nd Class Cableski Judge.


1.2.
PARTICIPATION IN COMPETITIONS

1.2.1.
On receipt of the Cableski Calendar, Cableski Officials shall inform the Region EAME Cableski Council of the Cableski Competition for which:


a)
They are able to participate


b)
They wish to participate




On the basis of these replies the Region EAME Cableski Council will then appoint Cableski Officials to the Cableski Competitions.
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1.2.2.
A roster for all International Competitions on the Calendar will be completed by the Region EAME Cableski Council and supplied to all Region EAME Cableski Officials and to the Organising Federations.


1.2.3.
A Cableski Official failing to be present or to arrive in time before the start of the competition, without acceptable reason, will be penalised; the first time with a warning, and if he/she does so again he/she will not be permitted to function during the next season.

1.2.4.
If a Cableski International Official wishes to be replaced, for some reason, at a competition for which he/she was nominated, he/she must inform, at least 4 weeks before the date of the mentioned, for which he/she wishes to be replaced, the Region EAME Cableski Council and the Organisers of the competition, so that they are able to provide someone else as a substitute.
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4.
RULES FOR INTERNATIONAL CABLESKI HOMOLOGATORS


4.1.
GENERAL


The Homologation Dossier of the competition, together with the Chief Judge's report and all the necessary documents shall be sent within two weeks of the end of the competition, to the Region EAME Cableski Council.


4.1.1.
In case of a delayed mailing of the Homologation Dossier to the Region EAME Cableski Council, the Homologator:




-
will receive, after the initial delay, a warning.




-
after any further delay, the Region EAME Cableski Council will at once withdraw his/her Card from the Homologator.
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7.
RULES FOR NATIONAL OFFICIALS


7.1.
RESPONSIBILITY


National Officials such as 3rd Class Cableski Judges, National Cableski Scorers, National Cableski Homologators and National Technical Officers are responsible to and under the responsibility of their National Federations.


7.2.
RIGHTS


When appointed to an International Calendar Competition a National Official is entitled to such rights and reimbursements of expenses as are specified in the Bye-Laws, Obligations and Additional Rules.


7.3.
FUNCTIONS


All National Officials are qualified to function at Normal Homologated competitions.


7.4
APPOINTED TO PANELS


A National Official may be appointed to the panel of a National or International Non-Calendar Competition by his/her Federation. In the case where the Cableski Council is unable to appoint a full panel to an International Calendar Competition, it may appoint a National Official.


7.5.
EXAMINATIONS


Federations are solely responsible for the examination of National Officials.


7.6.
LIST OF NATIONAL OFFICIALS


Each Federation shall send a list of its National Officials to the Cableski Council before the 1st March every year and update the list during the season. Only Officials appearing on the list will be considered by the Cableski Council as qualified National Officials.
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8.
OFFICIALS SEMINAR FOR JUDGES, OFFICIALS,
CALCULATORS, TECHNICAL OFFICERS AND
HOMOLOGATORS


8.1.
RESPONSIBILITY AND PURPOSE


8.1.1.
The Cableski Council is responsible for organising an annual Judges, Calculators, Technical Officers and Homologators Seminar.


8.1.2.
The purpose of this Seminar is to provide 1st Class Judges, International Calculators, International Technical Officers and International Homologators with:

· further education in judging and scoring,

· information on the latest rule changes and their interpretation,

· practical trick writing, judging and scoring,

· a trick writing and scoring evaluation.


8.2.
ATTENDANCE


a)
1st Class Judges, International Calculators and Homologators are expected to take part in the Officials Seminar at least once every 3 years.


b)
2nd Class Judges are welcome to attend, but if they upgrade to 1st Class Judge within three years of their attendance this would NOT be counted for qualification to major events.


c)
Mandatory Attendance



From 1999 any 1st Class Judge who wishes to officiate at any World or European titled event or Cash Prize 1 competition is required to have attended one seminar within the previous 3 years.



Note: in order to qualify, as “attended” an official must attend the majority of sessions during the Seminar.


8.3.
DATE AND VENUE


8.3.1.
Federations wishing to host the Seminar should apply in writing to the Cableski Council who will, as far as possible, announce dates and venues at least two years in advance of each Seminar.


8.3.2.
The venue should move around the Region, offering an equal chance to officials from all countries to attend. This will be taken into account when allocating Seminar venues.


8.3.3.
The date should be in spring or autumn of any year.


8.4.
COSTS


8.4.1.
Each individual attending the Seminar is responsible for his own costs of travel and accommodation.



Region EAME will provide the meeting rooms and lecture facilities.
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11.
REGION EAME CHAMPIONSHIPS CABLESKI


11.1.
GENERAL


11.1.1.
a)
These rules apply to the Region EAME Championships and, except where otherwise stated elsewhere in the Additional Rules, shall apply equally to all competitions homologated by Region EAME.



b)
However, the organisers of Homologated Competitions in Region EAME, other than those titled competitions where specific Additional Rules apply, may make variations from those rules that do not affect the actual conduct of the events of a competition nor affect the actual recorded scores of the competitors.  Examples of acceptable variations are those to administrative matters, entry requirements, method of draw, number of events or rounds, numbers in finals, slalom start speeds, method of determining event placement and/or overall placement.  The CC shall be the arbiter as to whether variations are acceptable as being within the intentions of the rules or not.



c)
The IWSF Cableski Technical Rules shall apply to the Region EAME Championships except for administrative matters and except where otherwise stated below or elsewhere in the Additional Rules. Where the words "World" or "IWSF" appear these are to be read as "Region EAME".  Where the words "Region" or "Regions" appear these are to be read as "Federation" or "Federations".


11.1.2.
The Region EAME Cableski Championships will be held biannualy in the odd years.


11.1.3.
Each federation may send a team to the Region EAME Cableski Championships, consisting of a maximum of six qualified skiers, of which at the most four men or women.


11.1.4.
Skiers not selected for their National teams may qualify to compete in the Region EAME Cableski Championships as individuals if they meet one or more of the following criteria:



a)
Region EAME Record Holders : to qualify as Region EAME Cableski Record Holder, the skier must have performed the record at least 45 days before the first days of familiarisation of the Region EAME Cableski Championships and have this performance ratified by the IWSF Region EAME 15 days before the first day of familiarisation of the Region EAME Cableski Championships.



b)
Ranked on one IWSF Region EAME Cableski Ranking List of the last 2 previous years in the top 5 % men or women in any event excluding overall.  The numbers will be rounded to the nearest full digit.



c)
Reigning (European) Region EAME Cableski champions in that event where they defend their title.



Their Federation must enter all skiers qualified as such individuals.



Skiers entering as individuals shall not have their scores count toward team standings.
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11.1.5.
Each federation shall be entitled to a team of two competitors, male or female, whether qualified or not. Such a skier who is qualified in only one event or not qualified in any event may compete in only two events.


11.1.6.
The federation organising the Region EAME Championships shall be entitled to a team of six competitors, whether qualified or not.


11.1.7.
Only competitors entered by their federation officially may compete.


11.2.
QUALIFICATION


11.2.1.
The following minima have to be archived at a Homologated Cableski Competition:

A skier being first class in at least two events may participate in those events. To participate in the third event he has to be at least second class in that event. If a skier is a 'specialist' in one event, he may participate in that event without having to qualify for the other events.



The Tournament Performance Booklets may be used for Cableski, provided that the Chief Judge who signs the booklet indicates that the performance has been during a Cableski Competition.
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11.3.
RULES


11.3.1.
Amendments 



The Cableski Council may make amendments to these rules at any time and decide on which date these will become effective.


11.3.2.
Officials


The Bureau of Region EAME shall appoint the following officials after receiving proposals from the Cableski Council:



A Chief-Judge, an Assistant Chief Judge, 6 Judges, a Homologator, a Chief Calculator, an Assistant Calculator a Chief Technical Officer and a Technical Officer.



Event Judges



The Event Judges for each event shall be chosen by the Chief Judge from among the Appointed Judges.  As far as possible the Event Judges shall be from different Federations.

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12.
EUROPEAN CABLESKI TOUR (ECT)


12.1.
GENERAL


12.1.1.
The European Cableski Tour (ECT) is a co-ordinated series of competitions with a final placement and Cash Prizes, based on the results of all competitions. The Region EAME Cableski Technical Rules shall be applied at all competitions of the ECT.


12.1.2.
The competitions, which are part of the ECT and the amount of prizes, will be announced by the Cableski Council before April 1st of the coming season.


12.1.3.
There should be a prize giving ceremony at each stop.


12.2.
POINTS SYSTEM


12.2.1.
At each competition of the ECT, points will be awarded according to the Final placement in Slalom, Tricks and Jump, for men and women in that competition.


12.2.2.
The top men skiers in each event will receive points as follows:

The top five women skiers in each event will receive points as follows:

If a tie exists, all tied skiers will receive the points of the first tying places (i.e. if there is a tie between two skiers for place 10 (5 Women), both skiers receive 1 point).


12.2.5.
Skiers not competing in an event or placed after 10th (5th) place receive zero (0) points.
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12.3.
PLACEMENT


12.3.1.
All skiers taking part in at least 2 competitions of the ECT shall be listed in the final placement.


12.3.2.
The number of ECT stops will be minimum 4 stops.  The extra money will be distributed to the skiers as stated in these rules.



Result scoring for the ECT will be the addition of points received in each event (slalom, tricks and jump) of the stops.


12.3.3.
If there is a tie for the final placement, the tie will be resolved according to the higher points received in the three events during one stop.  If this does not resolve the tie, the tie shall be broken by the sum of the total overall points scored in the ECT.


12.4.
PRIZES


12.4.1.
The prizes will be given in EURO.


12.4.2.
The Cash Prizes will be given, proportionally, and based on the income from the different stops.

REGION EAME (EUROPEAN) JUNIOR CHAMPIONSHIPS


13.0.
GENERAL

The Region EAME Cableski Junior Championships will be held on a yearly basis.


13.1.
CATEGORIES


Skiers who are eligible for these competitions are boys and girls belonging to the age categories Juniors under 15 and Juniors under 19, as laid down in the Cableski Technical Rules.


a)
Juniors under 15 may compete as Juniors under 19, on the condition that they produce an authorisation signed by their parents.


b)
A skier is not allowed to compete in both Juniors under 15 and Juniors under 19 categories.


13.2.
TEAMS


a)
Each Federation may enter in the Juniors under 15 Championships a team composed of a maximum of 5 skiers of whom only 3 may be of the same sex.


b)
Each Federation may enter in the Juniors under 19 Championships team composed of a maximum of 5 skiers of whom only 3 may be of the same sex.


13.3.
DISCIPLINES


There shall be three disciplines: Slalom, Tricks and Jumping.


The skiers may participate in one, two or three disciplines, according to the minima they achieve.
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13.4.

These minima must have been reached in each discipline in which the skiers are entered, however if a skier has the minima in two disciplines, he can also enter in the third discipline even if he does not have the minima for this discipline.


13.4.3.
Federations not having skiers who have achieved these minima shall, nevertheless, have the right to enter in all 3 disciplines a competitor who is not qualified, Boy or Girl, in the Junior under 15 Championships and one such unqualified skier, Boy or Girl, in the Junior under 19 Championships.


13.4.4.
The organising federation is entitled to enter a full team in the Junior under 15 and a full team in the Junior under 19 Championships whether qualified or not.


13.5.
ENTRY FORM AND DOCUMENTATION


13.5.1.
As evidence of the qualification of the skiers, Federations are to enter the full details on the Entry Forms, including the date and place of the competition(s) in which the required minima were achieved.


13.5.2.
Skiers shall have their Performance Booklets with them, which will be given on arrival to the Chief Judge with their Passports for checking.


13.5.3.
Federations are held responsible for the accuracy of the documents, which shall be sent within the stipulated time with the skiers Entry Forms to both the Presidents of Cableski Council and the organisers.


13.5.4.
The checking of skiers' eligibility and qualifications will be done under the responsibility of the Chief Judge before the draw takes place.
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13.6.
TEAM SCORING


13.6.1.
The 3 best overall points recorded either by a Boy or a Girl for each Junior under 15 Team in each discipline will be added together and their total will give the score of the Team in that discipline.



The total of the Team scores in all three disciplines will give the Overall Team Score for the Junior under 15 Team.


13.6.2.
The 3 best overall points recorded either by a Boy or a Girl for each Junior under 19 Team in each discipline will be added together and their total will give the score of the Team in that discipline.



The total of the Team scores in all three disciplines will give the Overall Team Score for the Junior under 19 Team.


13.7.
JURY AND OFFICIALS


The officials appointed by the Cableski Council shall consist of:



1 Chief Judge



1 Assistant Chief Judge



5 Judges (6 from 2008)


1 Homologator



1 Calculator


1 Chief Technical Officer (from 2008)


1 Technical Officer (from 2008).

REGION EAME (EUROPEAN) SENIOR CHAMPIONSHIPS

15.1.
GENERAL


The Region EAME Cableski Senior Championships will be held on a yearly basis together with the Region EAME Junior Championships.


Skiers who are eligible for these Championships are men and women belonging to the Categories Seniors I, Seniors II or Seniors III as laid down in the Cableski Technical Rules


For the time being all skiers participating will be put together in one age category Senior I only and will ski with the rules of this age category as laid down in the Cableski Technical Rules.


15.2.
TEAMS

Each Federation may enter in the Senior Championships a team composed of a maximum of 5 skiers of whom only 4 may be of the same sex.


No skier may enter on an individual basis.


15.3.
MINIMA FOR ENTRY


There is no minima for entry


15.4.
DISCIPLINES


There shall be three disciplines: Slalom, Tricks and Jumping.


The skiers may participate in one, two or three disciplines, according to the minima they achieve.


15.5.
ENTRY FORM AND DOCUMENTATION


Federations are held responsible for the accuracy of the entry documents, which shall be sent within the stipulated time with the skiers Entry Forms to both the Presidents of Cableski Council and the organisers.


The checking of skiers' eligibility will be done under the responsibility of the Chief Judge before the draw takes place.
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15.6.
TEAM SCORING


The 3 best overall points recorded either by a Men or a Women for each Senior Team in each discipline will be added together and their total will give the score of the Team in that discipline.


The total of the Team scores in all three disciplines will give the Overall Team Score for the Senior Team.

See "Homologation Rules" for other rules applying to the various levels of Homologation.
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16.
INTERNATIONAL CALENDAR CABLESKI COMPETITIONS


16.1.
GENERAL


16.1.1.
An International Calendar Competition is a competition open to skiers from more than one National Federation and entered on the Region EAME Calendar by the organising Federation, by using the International Application Form for Cableski.


16.1.2.
The following types of competition must be entered on the Region EAME Calendar:



a)
Competitions containing in their title the words "Europe", "European" or "Region EAME".



b)
Competitions open to skiers of more than one National Federation and containing in their title the words "Championship(s)", "Criterium", "Masters", "Classic" or other words deemed by the Cableski Council to imply a high level competition.



c)
Cash Prize Competitions : see Region EAME Bye-Laws.


16.1.3.
Other types of Competition open to skiers from more than one National Federation may be entered on the Region EAME Calendar if so wished by the organising Federation.


16.1.4.
No skier may enter an International Calendar Competition without the permission of his/her National Federation.


16.1.5.
The events at International Calendar Competitions may be homologated to Normal, Standingslist or Record Capability level.  If it is the intention to seek Record Capability Homologation this must be notified at the time of entry on the Calendar and the competition will then be marked "RC" and the Cable Council may send an observer at the cost of the organising Federation.


16.1.6.
If any rules of the competition vary from the relevant IWSF Rules or Region EAME Additional Rules details must be given at the time of application for entry on the Calendar and the Cableski Council may refuse the application if it does not approve the variation(s).


16.1.7.
The organisers must comply with the provisions of any relevant Bye law or List of Obligations.  Should the organisers wish to vary any of the provisions the agreement of the Administrative Committee must be obtained at the time of application for inclusion of the competition on the Calendar.


16.1.8.
The Cableski Council has the right to send an appointed person to inspect the proposed site of any title International Calendar Competition.  In this case the organisers shall pay the costs involved.
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16.1.9.
The Cableski Council will appoint the Officials (Judges, Homologators, Calculators and Operators).  The number and qualification of Officials of each category for each competition will be decided by the Cableski Council.  The organising Federation may inform the Cableski Council of the names of the officials they would prefer to be appointed but this is not binding on the Cableski Council.



Should the organising Federation specifically invite an individual official and the Cableski Council agrees to the appointment, the organisers shall be responsible for the travelling expenses of the official unless otherwise agreed by the official. In the case of Cash Prize competitions, as defined above, the organisers shall pay the travelling expenses of all appointed officials.  In cases where the organisers are not liable to pay the travel expenses of the Appointed Officials they shall be liable to pay the excess above APEX fare if they have not sent the officials the necessary information at least 60 days before the start of familiarisation and the officials have been unable to obtain APEX fares.


16.1.10.
The organisers shall be responsible for the cost of full board and lodging of the Appointed Officials and for their transport between hotel and site. Board and lodging means from the night before an official's duties begin to and including the night of the last competition day.  Any further hospitality offered by the organisers shall apply to all Cableski Council Appointed Officials.


16.1.11.
The organisers must provide:



a)
A Chief Organiser



b)
A qualified Safety Officer and adequate rescue, first aid and medical services.



c)
A Press Officer and adequate facilities for journalists and TV personnel if applicable.



d)
Personnel to fill ancillary positions such as Secretaries, Start Marshals, Rescue personnel, video operators, meter readers, timers, etc. A list of names must be handed to the Chief Judge who is responsible for the selection and allocation of ancillary positions.



e)
All courses, installations and equipment required by the Rules and needed for the efficient running of the competition, including radios and other communication and timing equipment.  These must be ready for checking prior to the arrival of the Homologator.



f)
Adequate facilities for ski-storage, catering, jury and other meetings.



g)
Adequate transports between accommodation and site.



h)
If required an assistant for the Homologator.
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i)
At all International Calendar Competitions the organisers shall provide copies of results, the minimum being 3 copies to the Homologator, 1 copy to each other appointed official, 1 copy to each Team Captain and if possible 1 copy to each competitor.  At titled competitions additional copies of the results shall be provided as specified in the obligations.  This rule is not intended as a complete checklist but as an indication of the minimum requirements for an International Calendar Competition.

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17.
INTERNATIONAL NON-CALENDAR CABLESKI COMPETITIONS


17.1.
GENERAL


17.1.1.
An International Non-Calendar Competition is a competition open to skiers of more than one National Federation that:



a)
Does not have to be entered on the Region EAME Calendar by virtue of Rule 16.1.2 of the International Calendar Cableski Competitions.



b)
Has been refused entry on the Region EAME Calendar by virtue of non-compliance with any of the other provisions of the rules for International Calendar Competitions.


17.1.2.
The events at an International Non-Calendar Competition may be homologated at Normal Homologation level.



The events at an International Non-Calendar Competition may not be homologated at Standinglist and Record Capability level.


17.1.3
The organising Federation is solely responsible for the regulations, entry minima and organisation of the competition.


17.1.4
The organising Federation is entirely responsible for the appointment of officials and for negotiating with them the extent of reimbursement, if any, of their travelling and board and lodging expenses.

NOTES

See Homologation Rules for minimum number of competitors and other rules applying to Normal and Standings List Homologation.
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18.
NATIONAL CABLESKI COMPETITIONS


18.1.
GENERAL


18.1.1.
A National competition is a competition open only to skiers who:



a)
Are citizens of, or applying for citizenship of, the country of the organising National Federation.



b)
Have been resident of the country of the organising Natio​nal Federation for at least 5 years and are members of an affiliated club of that Federation.


18.1.2.
The organising National Federation may specify any further requirements for entry or restrictions on entry that it wishes.


18.1.3
The events at a National Competition may be homologated to Normal, Ranking List or Record Capability level. However, if it is the intention to seek Record Capability Homologation this must be notified to the Cableski Council at least two months in advance of the date of the competition, listing the names of the Chief Judge, Judges, Homologator, Calculator and Operators.



The Cableski Council may then decide to send an observer. The organising Federation must pay the travel and full board and lodging costs of the observer.


18.1.4
The organising Federation is responsible for the regulations, entry minima and organisation of the competition.


18.1.5
The organising Federation is responsible for the appointment of officials and the extent of reimbursement, if any, of their travelling and board and lodging expenses.

20.1.
DOSSIERS


20.1.1.
The Homologation Dossier and any Record Dossier must be sent to the Cableski Council within 7 days of the end of the competition. If the Homologation Dossier is received after the 7th of November the competition will not be listed as homologated in the current year.

HOMOLOGATION FEES


20.3.1.
Acceptance of homologation of a competition by Region EAME is subject to the appropriate Homologation Fee having been received. For the amount of the Homologation Fee see : Region EAME Bye-Laws.

PERFORMANCE BOOKLETS (CARNETS)


21.1.
GENERAL


21.1.1.
Performance Booklets are intended to enable the Region EAME Cableski Council to document the skier’s performances for the purposes of:



a)
Deciding whether the skier meets the required minimum standards for entry to various competitions.



b)
Seeding for the draw of a competition.


21.1.2.
The skier’s name and other information on the sheet in the Booklet must be written in capital letters.


21.1.3
The sheets must be signed by either the Chief Judge or by the Chief Calculator (under the authority of the Chief Judge) whose signature must be followed by the name in CAPITAL letters.


21.1.4
For Slalom, only performances where the previous pass was complete may be entered.


21.1.5
Performances recorded in the current calendar year and the previous calendar year are valid for the whole of the current calendar year for the purposes of 21.1.1 a) & b). (This cancels the 600 day validity printed in the Booklet).


21.1.6
The skier should send the second (pink) sheet to his/her  Federation.


21.1.7
A result, which is not officially registered in skiers Booklet, may be ratified only by the President of the Region EAME Cableski Council.


21.1.8
In the case of a dispute regarding seeding for the draw at a competition, the Chief Judge shall make the final ruling.


21.1.9
In the case where the Homologator does not homologate a competition or an event at a competition, the performances must not be entered in the Booklets, but the appointed Judges may decide to include the performances in the results of the competition.


21.1.10
In the case in which the Homologation of a competition or an event at a competition is subsequently rejected by the Region EAME Cableski Council, the performances will only be valid for the purposes of 21.1.1 a) and b) prior to the date of rejection but the published results of the competition will not be altered.


21.1.11
In the case in which an apparent Record performance occurs which is subsequently not ratified by the Region EAME Cableski Council, the performances recorded in the Booklet will only be valid for the purposes of 21.1.1 a) and b) prior to the date of rejection but the published results of the competition will not be altered.  The Region EAME Cableski Council will decide, depending on the reasons for the rejection of the record, whether the performances of the other skiers in the competition event will be valid for the purposes of 21.1.1 or not.

If an apparent National Record is subsequently not ratified by the skiers National Federation they must inform the President of the Cableski Council if they do not wish the performance to be valid for the purposes of 21.1.1.

GENERAL


22.1.1.
The Region EAME Cableski Council for ratification will consider only performances at “Record Homologation” competitions in Region EAME. 


22.1.2.
Records will only be published for the "Men" and "Women" categories.


22.1.3.
The provisions of the IWSF Cableski Technical Rule 15 - Records - shall also apply to Region EAME records.


22.1.4.
In the case of a claimed Region EAME Record, the Record Homologation Dossier must be sent to the President of the Region EAME Cableski Council within 7 days of the competition together with the VHS Video Cassette in the case of a claimed Region EAME Trick Record.


22.1.5.
In the case of a claimed National Record, the Homologator and Chief Judge, on request, supply the skier's Federation with any information or documentation required by them.


22.1.6
In the case in which a claimed Region EAME or National Record is subsequently not ratified, refer to additional Rules 21.1.11 and 21.1.12 of the Performance Booklet Rule for information about how this affects the validity of the entry into the Performance Booklet.

RANKING (STANDING) LISTS AND BEST PERFORMANCE LISTS


23.1.
GENERAL


23.1.1.
The Region EAME Cableski Standings Lists are prepared from the performances recorded at all level homologated competitons, unless the score is higher than Normal Homologation limits indicated in 20.2.1, than only Standingslist and Record Capability homologated competitions results are valid, which have been received within the time specified below by the appointed member of the Region EAME Cableski Council and from the published results of qualifying events.  Only performances from 1st November of the previous year to 31st October of the current year are included.

The closing date for the receipt of all the information required is the 15th November of the year in question.

Provisional lists will be published by the 15th December.  The final date for notification of corrections is 15th January of the following year and the finals lists will be published by 15th March of the following year.
